Adopting
the slogan of “moral rearmament”in 1938,
the leaders of the movement sought by
spread of it’s principles to stem the rising
tide of international hostilities.

It has no membership list,subscriptions,
badge, rules or definite location. It is a
name for a group of people who, from
every rank, profession and trade, in many
countries, have surrendered their lives to
God and who are endeavoring to lead a
spiritual quality of life under the guidance
of the Holy Spirit.
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The Oxford Group is not a religion, it
has no hierarchy, no temples, no
endowments, its workers have no
salaries, no plans but Gods plan; every
country is their country,every man their
brother.
